Touchscreen POS terminals have complete POS functionality and much more.





The state-of-the-art Touchscreen POS terminal can be activated using swipe or smartcards, PIN number 
or fingerprint scanner.  





Like all other units it operates online, calling up account balances and communicating transactions 
instantly.








On-screen filters and photos





With it's Touchscreen functionality, accounts can also be opened using 'Look Up" filters (e.g. for year, 
class, name etc) to quickly find and open a user's account. 





An on-screen photograph can be used to confirm the identity of the user. This facility has been especially 
popular with Primary school's.








Multiple menus 





Having POS layouts electronically stored and presented on-screen presents an additional benefit in 
allowing multiple menus to be selected at the touch of a button (breakfast, lunch and evening class meals 
for example).

Power and communications





Each Touchscreen terminal requires a single, dedicated 13 amp socket and a RJ45 box, each no more 
than 1 metre from the till position.
